Getting around in Geneva

Please note that participants arriving to Geneva from abroad are expected to make their own flight and hotel arrangements. 

Taxis, buses and the railway service link the Geneva Airport (Cointrin) with the main station (Cornavin Station) in downtown Geneva every few minutes. From here, most hotels can be accessed via a range of public transport options including bus, trams and taxis. 

People staying in a hotel, a youth hostel or a campsite in the canton of Geneva, receive a "Geneva Transport Card" free of charge. This personal and non-transferable card will be given to guests upon arrival at their hotel and allows free unlimited travel on Geneva's public transport network (UNIRESO: bus (TPG), train (CFF) and boat (Mouettes Genevoises) for the full duration of their stay.

Transport tickets can be purchased at the ticket machines next to the tram / bus stops and can also be bought at the Geneva Transport Office (TPG office on the ground floor of the Gare Cornavin (main train station).

The Palais des Nations can be reached by buses and trams. Bus lines 8, 28, F, V and Z stop at "Appia"; bus lines 5 and 11 stop at "Nations"; and tramway 15 stop at terminus "Nations".
